
WHEREAS, at present, the minimum wage rate in the National Capital 
Region (NCR) ranges from P325-362 per day while the minimum wage rate in 
the Autonomous Region in Muslim Mindanao (ARMM) is P200.00 per day; 

WHEREAS, according to the Center for Women's Resources, there are 
about 9,509,000 employed women in major industries such as agriculture, 
hunting and forestry; manufacturing; wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor 
vehicles, motorcycles and personal and household goods; and private 
households with employed persons; 

WHEREAS, it was also reported that female workers receive lower wages 
than male workers in the agriculture industry because female workers were 
only given minor and low paying tasks in farms. By this, female workers are the 
[lIst to be affected by the failure of the government to increase wages; 

WHEREAS, the disparity in the figures between the required family living 
wage and the minimum wage rate clearly warrants an increase in the wage 
rates of the workers in order for him and his family to have a decent living; and 

WHEREAS, a legislated wage is needed so that companies will be obliged 
to implement such wage increase and there will be uniformity in wage increase 
in different regions unlike if the same is through. the action of regional wage 
boards wherein wage increases differ from region to region. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, 
that the House of Representatives urge Her Excellency President Gloria 
Macapagal-Arroyo to certify as urgent the enactment of House Bill No. 1722 
entitled, "An Act Providing for a P125.00 Daily Across-the-Board Increase in the 
Salary Rates of Employees and Workers in the Private Sector and For Other 
Purposes" to allow employees and workers in the private sector to cope with the 
increasing prices of basic commodities in the country and in order for them to 
have decent living.
