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RESOLUTION
ON
THEMIDDLE EAST CRISIS

The Twenty-Seventh General Assembly:

Deeply concer ned by the deteriorating Situation inthe Middle East, particularly inthe Occupied
Palegtinian territoriesand in L ebanon. We condemn all actsof terror, violence and destruction. We
also condemn attacksthat have resulted ininjuriesand deaths of innocent civiliansand the
destruction of civilian propertiesand infrastructure. Wefurther condemn the abduction and detention
of Cabinet ministers, government officialsand other individuals, and wecall for their immediate and
unconditiona release;

Recalling the United Nations Security Council (UNSC) Resolution 1664 which called for thestrict
respect of the sovereignty, territorial integrity, unity and political independence of L ebanon and the
UNSC 1515 which outlined the Middle East Quartet’s Road M ap towards a permanent, two-State
solutiontothelsradli —Paestinian conflict;

Recalling a so the UNSC Resol ution 1701 which called for immedi ate cessation of al hostilitiesby
Israel and Hezbollah and called for international community to support apermanent ceasefire and
comprehensive solutionto the crisesand ultimately towork towardsajust, durableand comprehensive
peaceintheregion;

Acknowledging theimportant role of the UN in helping to secure apermanent ceasefireand along
term solutionsto the crises;

Hereby resolved to:

1.  Expressour concernsover thedeteriorating situation and the escal ation of violencein
theMiddle East particularly theindiscriminate and excessve use of forceby Isragl inthe
Occupied Territoriesand in L ebanon which would thresten effortstoward reviving the
Peace Process;

2. Support the cessation of hostilities between |srael and Hezbollah and urgelsrael to
withdraw all of itsforcesfrom L ebanon based onthe UN Security Council Resolution
1701 (2006);



3. Srongly urgetheimmediate and unconditiond release of all Lebaneseand Palestinian
detainees, in particul ar the Speaker and Membersof Parliament and Cabinet Ministers
of Palestineaswell ascaptured Isradli soldiersand other individuds;

4.  Call ontheinternationa community to respond urgently to thepost conflict reconstruction
effortsin Lebanon;

5.  Wecometheextension of themandate of the United NationsInterim Forcein L ebanon
in order to carry out its mandate under the UNSC Resolution 1701 to monitor the
cessation of hostilities, help ensure humanitarian accessto civilian popul ationsand the
voluntary and safereturn of displaced persons;

6. Urgeal partiesconcernedto strictly respect the sovereignty, territorial integrity, unity
and political independence of L ebanon under the sole and exclusive authority of the
Government of Lebanon as stipulated in UNSC Resol utions 1664 and 1680;

7. Urgefurther dl partiesto desist from any actionsthat could further destabilizetheStuetion,

and to takeimmediate steps, including confidence building measuresbetween the parties,
with the objective of resuming peace negotiationsand restarting the peace process.
