The Twenty-Seventh General Assembly of AIPO:

Recalling the Fourth World Conference on Women held in Beijing, China (1995) which adopted the
Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action and the Bangkok Conference on\WWomen Empowering
Communication (1994), with both foraappesling to themass mediato promote an activeand visible
policy of mainstreaming agender perspectivein policiesand programs,

Awar e that mass media and new technologies of communication are powerful tools of global
communicationsnetwork that havean impact on public policy, privateattitudesand behavior, especialy
of children and young adults, and havethe potentia for themediato makeagreater contributiontothe
advancement of women;

Emphasizing the need to focus on theincreased participati on and access of women to expression and
decision-making, in and through the media, and to promote anon-stereotyped portrayal of womenin
themedig;

Mindful of the continued projection of negative and degrading images of women in media
communi cations, which tend to subject them to possibleabuses, neglect and expl oitation, prejudicid to
their total development asawoman;

Resolves to:

Call ondl ASEAN and AIPO member countriesto enact and implement gppropriatel egidations
againgt pornography, gender stereotyping and the sensationalized projection of violenceagaingt
women and childreninthemedia;

Urge al AIPO member countries to strengthen the role of women and ensure equal
representation of womenin all decision-making levelsin national and international media
organizations so that they can contribute to the devel opment of appropriate policiestowardsa
non-stereotyped, non-biased and non-discriminatory portraya of women including rampant
pornography, and portrayal of violenceand other formsof abuseagainst children and women;



Reaffir m thecommitment of ASEAN and A1PO member countriestowardsthe devel opment
of every woman and childtotheir full potential for self-actudization and productivity.
