Section 7. Authority of the NDRRMC Chairperson. - The Chairperson of the NDRRMC
may call upon other instrumentalities or entities of the povernment and non-
government, CIVIC, AND YOUTH ORGANIZATIONS, tor assistance i terms of use of
their facilities and resources for the protection and preservation ol hie and
properties in the whole range of disaster risk reduction and management. This
authority includes the power to call on the reserve force as defined i Republic Act
No.7077 to assist in relief and rescue during disasters or calamitios.

Section 15. Coordination During Emergencies. - The LDRRMCs shali take the lead i
preparing for, responding to, and recoy ering from the effects of any disaster bds,ed
on the following criteria:

(a) The BDC, if a barangay 1s atfected

(b) The city/municipal DRRMC, it two () or more barangavs are alfected



(¢) The provincial DRRMC, if two [2) or more aities/muniupalitios e affected,

(d) The regional DRRMC, 1f two 12) or mure provinces are altected, and

(e) The NDRRMC, if two {2) or more regions are atfectid.

The NDRRMC and intermediary LDRRMCs shali alwavs act as support to LGUs which
have the primary responsibility as first disaster responders. Private sector and cuvil
society groups, INCLUDING YOUTH ORGANIZATIONS, shall work in accurdance
with the coordination mechanism and policies set by the NDRRMC and concerned
LDRRMCs.

Section 11. Section 21 is hereby amended to read as tollows

Section 21. Local Disaster Risk Reduction and Munagement Fund (LUREME) - The
present Local Calamity Fund shall henceforth be knwwn as the Local Disaster Risk
Reduction and Management Fund [LDRRMEF]. Not less than tove percent (500 of the
estimated revenue from regular sources shall be set aside as the EDRRME to support
disaster risk management acltivities such as, but not aniied oo pre-disaster
preparedness programs Iincluding training  purchasing
equipment, supplies and medicines, tor post-disaster activitios and tor the payiment
of premiums on calamity insurance, The LDRRMC shali monitor and evaluate the
use and development plans and annual work and tnanaal plan Upon the
recommendation of the LDRRMO and approval of the sanggunian concerned, the
LDRRMC may transfer the said fund to support disaster risk reduction work ot other
LDRRMCs which are declared under state ot calamity

NOT LESS THAN FIVE PERCENT (5%) OF THE LDRRMF SHALL BE ALLOCATED
TO SUPPORT YOUTH-ORIENTED PRE- AND POST-DISASTER ACTIVITIES
INCLUDED IN THE YOUTH PLAN SUCH AS, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, TREE-
PLANTING, TRAINING, INFORMATION DISSEMINATION, AND CLIMATE CHANGE
ADAPTATION EFFORTS.

Section 12. All other laws, decrees, executive orders, prociamatians and other executive
issuance’s which are inconsistent with or contrary to the provisions of this Act are hereby
amended or repealed accordingly.

Section 13. If any provision of this Act shall held unconstitutional or invahd, the other
provisions not otherwise affected shall remain in tull torce and ettect,



Section 14. This Act shall take effect fifteen (15) days following its complete publication in
the Official Gazette or in two (2) national newspapers of general circulation.
